12. You may now print out a Youth Protection Training Certificate by selecting the printer icon.
Due to the large number of users who complete the course, the synchronization time from the BSA Learning Center to my.scouting.org can be up to 48 hours. There will be no record of you ending the course at my.scouting.org until you have completed all three modules and proof of certification.
To print the certificate of completion, return to my.scouting.org, select "Menu" and then "My Training." Select the printer icon in the "YPT Status" area to print the Certificate of Youth Protection Training.
